Foreword

Because of its long history of seafaring,
its central location between Europe and
Asia, its connection to the Mediterranean
and some of Europe's major rivers, and its
rare anaerobic environment below two
hundred meters, the Black Sea promises
underwater archaeological discoveries
every bit as exciting as the Golden Fleece
of Colchis. Ukraine, with its extensive
coastline, is ideally suited to play a major
role in the full development in the Black
Sea of the relatively new field of under-
water archaeology.

No one has done more to further
underwater archaeology in Ukraine than
Sergiy Zelenko, founder and head of the
Center for Underwater Archaeology
(CUA) of Kiev National Taras Shevchenko
University. Building on the pioneering
work started in the 1960s by the Soviet
Institute of Archaeology, Dr. Zelenko and
CUA have since 1991 conducted
numerous surveys in the southeastern
and central parts of the Crimean peninsu-
la, from Koktebel to the Tarhankut Cape.
In 1999 they began the full-scale under-
water archaeological excavation of a thir-
teenth-century ltalian -shipwreck in the
Bay of Sudak, near the small resort Novy
Svet. How exciting it has been for those
of us not there, at the actual site, to follow
the course of the excavation by means of
the Internet and the project's excellent
interactive website".
